At the same time, 

Alexander Thies established NFP also as a film distributor - an atypical approach in Germany's 

film and TV industry, combining both production and marketing competence. 

Under the  direction of Alexander Thies NFP has built up a network of renowned national and 

international partners for financing and production of ambitious and successful film projects. 

At the moment several international projects are being developed to be carried out either as 

NFP productions or as co-productions. 

Alexander Thies is responsible for the company development of the NFP group, and is one of 

the most important players of the German media business.

In 1989 Stefan Thies, who holds a Masterõs Degree in Marketing Communications, joined NFP 

neue film produktion as the Managing Director of NFP animation film GmbH Wiesbaden. In 

1993 he transitioned into Managing Director of the NFP Group and in 1996, he became a full 

company partner and shareholder along with his brother Alexander Thies.

As producer of NFP animation film GmbH Stefan Thies successfully headed the re-design of the

LITTLE MAINZMEN (MAINZELMÄNNCHEN) for the German television station ZDF, as well as the 

production of further animation projects for ARD, ZDF, Super RTL and KiKa.

As producer and managing director of NFP neue film produktion he is responsible for the 

development and production of various TV projects for prime time programming of all major

German TV broadcasters, such as the 2-part movie MS. CARINA AND MRS. WUENSCHE 

(DIE GROSSEN UND DIE KLEINEN WUENSCHE) for Degeto/ARD, the highly-rated TV movie 

production of MY NEW SEXY LOVER (LIEBE MACHT SEXY) for SAT.1, as well as a recently 

produced prime time comedy. A number of future projects for German TV and cinema are in

development.
